PANTOUM

A pantoum is a poetic form in which lines 2 & 4 of each stanza of a poem are repeated as the 1st & 3rd lines
of the following stanza. This also works well as a musical form: phrases 2 & 4 become phrases 1 & 3 of the
next grouping of phrases.
